Notices for Private Bills

107. All applications to Parliament for Private
Bills, of any nature whatsoever, shall be advertised
by a notice published in the Canada Gazette. Such
notice shall clearly and distinetly state the nature
ind objects of the application, and shall be signed
by or on behalf of the applicants, with the address
of the party signing the same; and when the appli-
cation 18 for an Act of Incorporation, the name of
the proposed company shall be stated in the notice.

In addition to the notice in the Canada Gazette
aforesaid, a similar notice shall be given as follows:

A. When the application 1s for an Act to incor-
porate—

1. A Railway or Canal Company.—In some lead-
ing newspaper published in the prineipal eity, town
or village in each county or district through which
the proposed railway or canal is to be constructed

2. A Telegraph or Telephone Company—In a
leading newspaper in the principal city or town in
each province or territory in which the company
proposes to operate.

3. A company for the construction of any works
which in their construction or operation might
specially affect a particular loeality, or for obtaining
any exclusive rights or privileges, or for doing any
matter or thing which in its operation would affect
the rights or property of others—In a leading news-
paper in the particular locality or loecalities which
may be affected by the proposed Aect.

4. A Banking Company; an Insurance Company;
a Trust Company,; a Loan Company or an Indus-
trial Company, without any ezxclusive powers—In
the Canada Gazette only.

5. And, if the works of any company (incorpo-
rated or to be incorporated) are to be declared to
be for the general advantage of Canada, such inten-
tion shall be specifically mentioned in the notice;
and the applicants shall cause a copy of such notice
to be sent by registered letter to the clerk of each
county council and of each municipal ecorporation
which may be specially affected by the construction
or operation of such works, and also, to the
Secretary of the Provinece in which such works are,
or may be located; and proof of compliance with
this requirement by the applicants shall be estab-
hished by statutory declaration.

B. When the application is for the purpose of
amending an existing Act—

1. For an extension of any line of railway, or of
any canal, or for the construction of branches
thereto—The same mutatis mutandis as for an Act
to incorporate a railway or canal company.

2. For an extension of the time for the construc-
tion or completion of any line of railway, or of
any canal, or of any telegraph or telephone line, or
of any other works already authorized.—In a prin-
cipal newspaper in the place where the head office
of the Company is or is authorized to be.
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3. For the extension of the powers of a company
(when not involving the granting of any exclusive
rights) or for the increase or reduction of the ecapital
stock of any company; or for increasing or altering
its bonding or other borrowing powers; or for any
amendment which would in any way affect the rights
or interesta of the sharcholders or bondholders or
ereditors of the company —In a principal newspaper
in the place where the head office of the company
19 situated.

C. All such notices, whether inserted in the
Canada Gazette or in a newspaper, shall be pub-
lished at least once a week for a period of four
consecutive weeks; and when published in the Prov-
inces of Quebee and Manitoba shall be m both the
English and French languages; and marked copies
of each issue of all newspapers contamning any such
notice shall be sent to the Clerk of the Senate,
endorsed “Private Bill Notice”, or, a statutory
declaration as to due publication may be sent mm lieu
thereof.

Every notice by registered letter shall be mailed
in time to reach the Seecretary of the Provinee and
the clerk of each county council and municipal
corporation not less than two weeks before the
consideration of the petition by the Committee on
Standing Orders; and a statutory declaration estab-
lishing the fact of such mailing shall be sent to the
Clerk of the Senate.

Petitions for Private Bills

58. Every petition is to be fairly written or
printed, and signed on the sheet containing the
prayver of the petition; and if there be more than
three petitioners, the additional signatures may be
affixed to the sheets attached to the petition.
